Insurance valuation A valuation of your piece is required by the AGN for insurance purposes for fire or water
damage. This is a normal requirement of any art gallery. This information will not be
displayed.

You are the only one able to determine the value of your piece, but a rough guideline to bear
in mind is: $300/sq. ft. for fine cut and $200/sq. ft. for wide cut.

Ready to Hang Most works will be displayed on the Gallery walls, so please ensure each piece can be hung
on a wall (except for 3-D pieces and very large rugs that may be displayed on the floor).
Consider adding a pocket on the reverse of the work for a dowel or other suitable method.
